SUMMARY

INVESTMENT PERFORMANCE

Overall for 2007, the Foundation experienced

positive investment returns consistent with standard
benchmarks/indices and for the last five years generated
an average return of over 10 percent. While the asset
allocation does vary by fund type, the Foundation’s
overall asset allocation at the end of 2007 was
approximately 65 percent in equities and 35 percent

in fixed income, money market and/or alternative
investment vehicles.

The Columbus Foundation continues to apply a
long-term approach to investing, including maintaining
conservative investment practices. Utilizing a
longstanding balanced investment approach, particularly
over the past five years, has resulted in investment returns
consistent with traditional benchmarks such as the S & P
500 Index.

This time-tested and conservative approach to
investing assets is fundamental to The Columbus
Foundation’s overall investment philosophy. Although
the many financial institutions that hold and invest
Foundation assets provide prudent and careful
stewardship of the assets entrusted to them, the
Foundation’s Investment and Governing committees also
provide important guidance and oversight.

During 2007, the Foundation’s Investment Committee
continued its work, meeting several times with
representatives of the Foundation’s major investment
managers, evaluating investment performance and
reviewing potential investment vehicles that would
continue the diversification of the Foundation’s
permanent funds.The investment policy, formulated
by this committee and approved by the Foundation’s
Governing Committee, currently applies to permanently
endowed funds, but is ultimately expected to be applied
to other Foundation fund types and adopted by its
supporting foundations. The committee continues to
evaluate potential investment vehicles that will reduce
both volatility and risk and maintain the consistent
grantmaking ability of the Foundation’s endowment, on
an inflation-adjusted basis.
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AUDIT

The Columbus Foundation and its Supporting
Foundations, observing the best practices of the industry,
once again engaged the services of an independent
public accounting firm to perform an annual audit of
the Foundation'’s records and 2007 financial statements.
As a part of this review, the public accounting firm also
conducts a review of the Foundation’s internal controls
and reviews their findings with an independent Audit
Committee comprised of at least one Foundation
Governing Committee member and two other
accounting/financial experts.

John Gerlach & Company has completed their audit
of both the calendar year 2007 combined financial
statements for The Columbus Foundation and its Sup-
porting Foundations as well as the underlying support-
ing records. Copies of the comparative 2007 and 2006
combined audited financial statements, including the
independent public accounting firm's opinion, are posted
on the Foundation's website, www.columbusfoundation.

Since being transferred to The Columbus Founda-

tion in 1971, the fund has supported an array of con-

servation efforts in central Ohio and surrounding

communities, including Rails-to-Trails Conservancy.

Rails-to-Trails Conservancy, a national organiza-
tion founded in 1986, transforms America’s unused
rail corridors into biking, hiking, and walking trails
in order to help, in the Conservancy'’s words, “build
healthier places for healthier people.” Prior to its
founding, more than half the nation’s 250,000-mile
railroad network lay unused or abandoned.

A $15,000 grant from The Columbus Founda-
tion in 2007 assists funding for the Central Ohio
Greenways and Southeast Central Ohio Greenways
projects, collaborations between Rails-to-Trails, the
Mid-Ohio Regional Planning Commission, City of
Columbus, Franklin County Metropolitan Park Dis-
trict, Ohio to Erie Trail Fund, and Ohio Greenways.

“Since our founding, we've helped convert more
than 15,000 miles of abandoned railroad corridors
into multi-use trails, enjoyed by more than 100
million users a year,” said Rhonda L. Border-Boose,
director, Rails-to-Trails Conservancy Midwest Office.
